Guideline for Inductive Analysis Paper
1. Introduction (3-5 pages)

Introduce your topic with brief literature review about your subject matter. Establish a rationale for the study. State your personal relationship with this topic (subjectivities that you are aware of and information you gathered through bracketing interviews). End the section with research purpose and questions and operationalization of jargons.

2. Literature review (Methodological)

If you are using special methodology like ethnography, phenomenology, case study, etc. then you need to offer some literature review in this area. Who are the key scholars? What have they said about this methodology? How and why are you using this methodology for your work?

3. Data Collection Methods

List your criteria for selecting participants. List all sources of data collection. Refer to timeline if appropriate. List your experience of gaining entry and how you established rapport and trust. Mention reciprocity if its appropriate in your study. 

4. Data Management and Analysis

Outline your process of data management from raw data to a final theme. How did you get from point A to point B? Give citations of who helped you figure out how to code, how to categorize and how to come up with a theme. Offer examples of each stage of coding, categorizing, and thematizing. You can use charts, tables, concept maps, or any other visual methods to demonstrate relationships within your data units. Give examples of reflective journaling. Did you have any ethical issues that came up during this process? If so, identify and elaborate.

5. Findings

Narrate your findings in 2-3 themes. Themes should be thesis/topic sentences. Use the themes as section headings. Underneath the theme, elaborate what you are trying to convey about the theme with examples from multiple data sources. In other words, list the theme, provide a description explaining various aspects of the theme (this is where you integrate the categories) and then offering examples from various data sources to support the theme. 

6. Conclusion and Implications

Based on what you know now, what can you say about your topic and the research questions that you asked? How has this analysis informed your study? What are the implications of this study in your dissertation? What would be the big so-what of your study?
